A Smoother Morning 

For some reason, one of the challenging routines to master 

is getting out the door in the morning.   

 

My kids earn marbles for tasks and chores. Once they fill up 

their marble jars (takes about a month) they get a treat. To 

help our morning routine I made a picture chart that shows 

the tasks the kids have to do to complete before the timer 

goes offð eating breakfast, brushing teeth, getting dressed, listening (applies to                  

anything I tell them to do).  I put a marble on top of each picture and set the timer.  If 

they get all their tasks done before the timer goes off, they get to put all the marbles in 

the jar.  Otherwise, they lose all the marbles. This was an idea combined and adapted 

from a parenting article and Creative Correction by Lisa Welchel.  You can adapt this by 

using check marks, pennies, or whatever works for your children. It is a visual                      

reminder of what needs to be done and how much time is left.  Good Luck.

January Salty Winner: Brie En Crouteð Jenni Newkirk  
1 sheet frozen  puff pastry (package comes with 2 sheets) 

1 tablespoon butter 

1/4 cup chopped pecans or walnuts 

1 small (8-ounce) wheel Brie 

1/2 cup raspberry jam 

2 eggs, beaten 

Preheat oven to 375 degrees F.  Defrost 1 sheet of puff pastry for approximately 15 

to 20 minutes and unfold (place remaining sheet in freezer for later use). Melt butter in 

a saucepan over medium heat. Sauté nuts in butter until golden brown, approximately 5 

minutes. Place nuts on top of Brie and spread jam on top of nuts. Gently roll pastry with 

a rolling pin to increase the size of the sheet 1 to 2 inches in each direction. Brush both 

sides of the sheet with beaten egg. Center the wheel of Brie on top of the pastry sheet. 

Bring all four corners of the sheet together above Brie and twist slightly to form a 

"bundle." Tie gathered pastry with kitchen/cooking string (tie string in the form of a bow), 

arranging pastry until you are satisfied with the "bundle" shape. Place "bundle" on an  

ungreased cookie sheet and bake for 20 to 25 minutes until pastry is golden brown. 

Serve with top-quality crackers.
