Organization tricks for 

Toddlers:  
Ditch the all purpose 

toy chest. Children ages 2-3 

can learn by categorization, 

so stash each type of toy in 

itõs own special bin or bag.

Put photos on each containerð Tape a picture 

of a truck on his box of toy vehicles, one of a 

brush on the art supplies and so on.  This way 

your toddler can easily spot where his toys 

belong.

One 18 1/4 ounce package yellow cake mix 

1 egg 

1 stick butter, melted 
Preheat oven to 350. Combine ingredients and mix well. Pat into a lightly greased 13 x 9 baking 

dish.  Then prepare filling.

1 pound sausage (hot or mildñyour choice) 

1 pkg of cream cheese 

1 can of Rotel (original or mild) 

Brown the sausage and drain.  Place in Crockpot along with cream cheese and rotel (drained or not 

drainedñhotter if not drained).  Turn Crockpot on high and stir occasionally.   I usually cook it on high 

for about an hour and then turn to warm depending on when you want to serve.   

Serve with Tostitos scoops. 

Filling: 

One 8oz. pkg. cream cheese, sof-

tened                                    

 2 eggs 

1 stick butter, 

melted                                                              

1 tsp. vanilla 

One 16 oz. box powdered sugar 

 
Beat cream cheese until smooth, then add vanilla 

and eggs, then butter and beat.  Add powdered 

sugar and mix well.  I added chocolate chips at this 

point (not sure how much...just until it looks 

right).  Stir in chips and spread over cake mix-

ture.  Bake 40-50 minutes.  Top will be light brown 

and center will be slightly gooey.  Don't overbake.
