bottom and sides of each muffin cup (the handle of a lemon reamer 

works perfectly for this).   

Bake 10 minutes or until golden.  Cool 20 minutes in tin and then 

turn out cookies (a paring knife will pop them out really easily if they 

seem to be stuck).  Repeat with remaining dough if you only have one 

muffin pan.  

In the bowl of a mixer, beat 1 cup cream to stiff peaks, about 2 min-

utes.  In another bowl, beat peanut butter, cream cheese, sugar, and 

vanilla on medium speed until smooth, about 1 minute.  Fold in 

whipped cream. 

 Microwave chocolate and remaining cream in small bowl, stirring 

occasionally, until smooth, about 1 minute.  Pour 1/2 tsp chocolate 

mixture into each cookie cup, then fill cups with peanut butter mixture 

(a piping bag makes this fast and easy.) 

  Drizzle remaining chocolate over cookies and refrigerate.

1 (17.5 oz) package sugar cookie mix 

1 cup pecans, toasted and chopped fine 

2 Tbsp flour 

8 Tbsp unsalted butter, melted 

1 ¼ cups heavy cream 

1 cup peanut butter 

8 oz cream cheese, softened 

1 cup confectioners’ sugar 

1 tsp vanilla 

1 cup semisweet chocolate chips 

Heat oven to 350.  Spray mini muffin 

tins with cooking spray.   

Combine cookie mix, pecans, and 

flour in a bowl.  Slowly stir in butter 

until mixture resembles wet sand.
